The meeting was called to order at 9:00 am. Following board intro-
ductions Tracy went over the Profit and Loss statement, highlighting
a positive net balance of $35,639.70 at the end of the year. Tracy
expressed gratitude to members and sponsors for paying their mem-
bership dues and for supporting RWDCA in 2025. Tracy reported
that the Elite International Sale made $10,455. Membership dollars
are up around $10,000 and one hundred percent of membership
was obtained at RWDCA approved show this year. There were 789
new Senior members and 406 new junior members in 2025. On the
expense side Tracy reported that RWDCA provided cash awards

to the National Shows in 2025 and that was well received by show
committees.

The Secretary’s report from last year’s annual meeting was given by
Amanda Knoener.

Tracy Brandel also gave the Membership report, she stated that they
were going to move to a postcard for renewals.

Robert Teixeira gave the Sale Committee report, from the most recent
Black Friday Sale there were 31 lots with an average of $2,810. Robert

reported that the sale went a little better not having it during WDE.

Stephanie Aves Schroeder gave the Show Committee report. The
Show Committee hosted a zoom meeting for all the shows prior to
show season starting in 2025 to go over RWDCA show policies. They
will continue this in 2026. Stephanie reported moving forward that

all transfers need to be completed online before the time of show and
proof of transfer must be shown to show management, the Alternate
Leadsperson guideline will be strictly followed in 2026, and the Junior
Lease program is being evaluated for 2026. The show committee is
wondering if they should align with HAUSA to follow their class list
and the 125,000 pound cow class is moving to the 150,000 pound cow
class.

Stephanie also gave the Junior Report, unfortunately for 2025 there
were no RWDCA Ambassador applications and that program is being
evaluated in 2026.

Carley Tolzman gave the All American contest report. The open con-
test was down 3 entries from 2024 and the junior contest was down 13
entries. The feedback on the online entry system was positive.

Nick Randall gave a board of directors report and three candidates
were introduced for elections at a later date. Jarod Burleigh from PA,
Isabel Hall Wadsworth from VT, and Katie Darnell from W1 were all
nominated. There will be an online election at a later date in 2026.

Nick Randall and Graisson Schmidt both completed their terms of
office and the board thanked them for their service on the board.

Nick opened up the floor for Q&A, seeing none the meeting was
adjourned at 9:33 am

Luck-E Holsteins

Luck-E Holsteins is located in Hampshire, lllinois, where we farm
350 acres. The Luck-E herd was started in 1968 by Dennis and Beth
Engel, and today it is proudly owned and managed by their sons, Matt
and Joe Engel. Joe and his wife, Margaret, are raising eight children
ranging in age from 2 to 13, making Luck-E very much a family-cen-
tered operation with the next generation already deeply involved.

Current herd overview & recognition

We are currently milking 135 cows with a rolling herd average of
26,034 pounds of milk at 4.5% fat (1,160) and 3.3% protein (867).
Over the past 25 years, one out of every three Luck-E cows has clas-
sified Excellent. More than 700 animals with the Luck-E prefix have
earned Excellent classifications, including two EX-96, five EX-95, and
57 EX-94 cows. Luck-E has been named Premier Breeder at the Mid-
west Spring National and the Ohio State Fair Red & White Show and
has earned Premier Breeder and Exhibitor honors at the Illinois State
Championship Show several times. Most recently, we were honored
as Premier Breeder at the International Red & White Show at World
Dairy Expo.

All-American and show ring success

In 2025 alone, Luck-E bred and/or had born 10 Open and 7 Junior
All-American nominations, with many more earned in prior years.
Notable champions bred by Luck-E include Luck-E Altitude Attie-Red,
Intermediate Champion at the International Red & White Show in
2025; Luck-E Merjack Asalia, Supreme Champion at the World Dairy
Expo Junior Show in 2025; and Luck-E Advent Kandie-Red, who was
Senior Champion, Best Udder of Show, Champion Bred & Owned,
and Reserve Grand Champion at the International Red & White
Show in 2014.

Type is non-negotiable
for us. From there, we emphasize value-added traits such as high
components, Red, Polled, and health traits. We have utilized embryo
transfer for over 45 years, and all animals have been genomically
tested for more than 10 years.

Breeding & marketing goals

Our breeding and marketing goals are simple: breed the best animals
we can and make them available to others. Our number-one passion is
the challenge of breeding each generation better than the last, and our
next favorite part is selling those animals and watching them succeed
for their new owners.

Cow families & sire selection

The Asia family is the heart of Luck-E breeding, with the majority of
our animals tracing back to Asia one, two, or even multiple times in
their pedigrees. Asia herself has more than 40 Excellent daughters and
was named Holstein International Red & White Impact Cow of the
Year People’s Choice winner three times. The ‘A" family has produced
state and national show winners, chart-topping PTAT animals, influ-
ential sires such as Awesome-Red and Acetylene-Red, and hundreds
of Excellent cows.

R&W Holsteins involvement

Involvement in Red & White Holsteins has played a significant role
in marketing our genetics and has helped create lifelong friendships
around the world.
